Imperialism would benefit the economies of the colonial powers.


theory of Social Darwinism - used to justify European imperialism in the late 19th century


Social Darwinists - Stronger groups have the right to rule and control weaker groups.

Japan’s Meiji Restoration 


Meiji Restoration industrialization on Japan 1860s-1900s focused on modernizing Japan’s economy to compete with Western nations


Commodore Matthew Perry’s visits to Japan in1853 and 1854 resulted in the  opening of trade and diplomatic relations with Japan


 Japan needed raw materials (coal, iron) industrialization.
