Unit 4 study guide- Golden Age Empires
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After Rome, the Byzantine Empire blended Greek, Roman and Christian influences and helped to spread them to other areas of the world.  It spread through Northern Africa, Spain, Italy, Greece, Egypt and Asia Minor; the capital of the empire was Constantinople.

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	Key achievements of the Tang and Song Dynasties: 

1) The Chinese invented gunpowder (which was later adopted by civilizations in Europe and the Middle East). 

2) The Chinese invented the compass (which improved sailing/navigation by sea). 

3) The Chinese invented block printing (a method of printing in which ink is placed on carved wooden blocks that are pressed onto paper). 

C) Other key facts about the Tang & Song Dynasties: 

1) The Chinese conducted long distance trade with other civilizations on land (using the Silk Road) and by sea (from their coastal port city of Canton).

2) Cultural Diffusion- Buddhism became popular in China during this period as the ideas of this religion entered China due to trade using the Silk Road. 

3) The Chinese continued to use civil service exams to select highly qualified people to work in their government. 




Islamic Golden Age 
· Location: 
·  Middle East    Spread throughout the Middle East, Northern Africa, and into India as Muslims spread the religion of Islam

· Arabs were great fighters

· Muslims (Arabs) tolerated Judaism and Christianity (they were “of the book”) - but others had to convert

· Muslims:  Arabs who worshipped the religion of Islam (Later - anyone who worshiped Islam)

· “Golden Age”:  a time of peace (no more expansion) and great learning

· they preserved Greek and Roman learning (they got it from contact with the Byzantine Empire)

· created algebra

Justinian Code – 


Emperor Justinian collected 


and organized the ancient laws of Rome into a single document known as the Code of Justinian or the Justinian Code.

Preservation of Greek and Roman Culture  - also known as


 Greco Roman Culture, 


the Byzantine Empire still used the science, philosophy, arts and literature of Greece and the laws and engineering of the Romans.
