Examples of Ideologies

	1. 
	In 1820, Portuguese army officers revolted against the prince regent and called back the exiled king to serve as a constitutional monarch.  The king returned and accepted the constitution.



	2. 
	In 1825, Russian army officers, later referred to as the Decembrists, organized a revolt in a failed attempt to influence the Tsarist succession to bring a tsar sympathetic to constitutional government to the throne.



	3. 
	In the early 19th century Simon Bolivar organized revolts in Latin America against Spanish rule.  His aim was to establish independent countries that respected property and guaranteed political freedoms.



	4. 
	In 1820, Spanish army officers, merchants, and lawyers deposed King Ferdinand VII, reinstated the cortes (legislature), and brought back the constitution of 1812.



	5. 
	In 1822, 200,000 French troops entered Spain to repress a rebellion and reinstate Ferdinand VII.  The reinstated king abolished the constitution and used torture and execution to suppress opposition.



	6. 
	In 1821, Balkan rebels began a struggle against the Ottoman Empire to establish an independent nation of Greece.   With Russian intervention a Greece was established in 1832.



	7. 
	“Workers of the world unite.  You have nothing to lose but your chains.”--Karl Marx



	8. 
	In Switzerland intellectuals, shopkeepers, artisans, and land-owning peasants from the semi-independent cantons worked together to create a constitution that guaranteed universal male suffrage and freedom of expression.  In 1848, after a civil war, Switzerland became a federal state with universal male suffrage.



	9. 
	Universal manhood suffrage.



	10. 
	“Liberty in art, liberty in society… that is the banner that rallies to it all but a few (and they will see the light) of today’s so strong and patient youth… literary liberty is the daughter of political liberty. That is the principal of this century, and it will prevail.” –Victor Hugo (1830) 



	11. 
	Equality of opportunity.



	12. 
	The political preference of the expanding middle class.



	13. 
	In 1840 Pierre-Joseph Proudhon of France published a pamphlet “What is Property?” He answered his own question with one word: “Theft.”



	14. 
	Count Henri de Saint-Simon: “Religion should direct society toward the great end of the most rapid amelioration possible of the lot of poorest classes.” 



	15. 
	Giuseppe Mazzini worked to unite the Italian peninsula as one state.



	16. 
	Brothers Jakob and Wilhelm Grimm collected folktales (such as Hansel and Gretel and Rumpelstilskin) in the early 19th century. They published these tales as evidence of a deeply rooted, common German culture.



	17. 
	Gioacchino Rossini composed an opera, William Tell. The opera told the story of a fourteenth-century Swiss patriot who refused to respect Austrian rule. An Austrian official forces him to shoot an apple off a young boy’s head with an arrow; Tell kills the official.



	18. 
	In 1821 some people living in south eastern began a rebellion against the Ottoman Empire with a goal creating a new state, Greece, as a homeland for people seen as Greeks.



	19. 
	Equality of condition.



	20. 
	Under King Ferdinand VII of Spain the Inquisition returned to that country.



	21. 
	Noble privileges.



	22. 
	Ultra-Royalists elected to the French Chamber of Deputies advocated the return of “national property” to its previous owners. 



	23. 
	Anton Dvorak: “an artist has his country in which he must have firm faith and an ardent heart.” Dvorak incorporated elements of Czech and other Slavic folk music into his musical compositions.



	24. 
	Klemens von Metternich.



	25. 
	In 1820 Russia, Prussia, and Austria signed an agreement to intervene against revolutions in other countries 



	26. 
	In 1820 a revolt in Spain forced King Ferdinand VII to abide by the Constitution of 1812 which guaranteed the right of property, freedom of the press, and freedom from arbitrary arrest. 



	27. 
	Members of an early nineteenth century German fraternity were known to change “honor, liberty, fraternity.”

	28. 
	In 1819 Francis I of Austria and Fredrick William III of Prussia issued the Carlsbad Decrees which limited freedom of the press, dissolved rebellious student fraternities, and ordered university professors to be monitored to prevent them from “spreading harmful ideas which could support public peace and order and undermine the foundations of existing states.”



	29. 
	The July 1830 ordinances of Charles X of France disenfranchised most eligible voters and restricted freedom of the press.



	30. 
	The Revolution of 1830 in France produced the July Monarchy which enfranchised the middle class and pursued policies that benefited it (such as improving roads.)



	31. 
	Popular sovereignty, meaning political power flows from the people.



	32. 
	In 1830-1831 Polish speaking residents of the western Russian Empire revolted in the hopes of creating a Poland.



	33. 
	Louis Blanc advocated that the state guarantee workers the “right to work.”



	34. 
	The abolition of slavery.



	35. 
	Some Parisians organized banquets in the 1840’s which advocated greatly expanding the number of voters. 

	36. 
	Opposition to monarchs, even those who accept those who accepted Constitution, like Louis-Philippe in France.
