
Effects: Protestant Reformation


* Decline in the power of the Roman Catholic Church 


*The power of monarchies were strengthened


* Council of Trent (1545–1563) ) restore stability after a period of conflict or disorder (similar to Versailles Conference (1918–1919)


* Counter-Reformation reinstates the power of the Roman Catholic


Church Martin Luther’s posting of the Ninety-Five


* In Spain, an effect of the Inquisition during the 16th century was to prevent the introduction of Protestant religions








Characteristics of the Reformation 


Reformation leaders: Martin Luther, John Calvin, and Henry VIII 


Events of the Protestant Reformation:


• Ninety-five Theses posted (1517)


• Hearing held at Worms, Germany (1521)


• Martin Luther- “The 95 Theses- indulgences.


• Calvin preached the theory of predestination.


• Henry VIII signed the Act of Supremacy.
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Religious reform movement of the 16th century started by Martin Luther that led to the division & weakening of the Church/ Pope





Causes: 


The medieval church in western Europe was criticized for  being too concerned with worldly power and riches


corruption among high officials of the Catholic Church


Secular achievements were emphasized


Martin Luther was primarily dissatisfied with the Roman Catholic Church because he disagreed with the sale of indulgences


Sale of indulgences authorized by Pope Leo X


Johannes Gutenberg’s printing press- spread new ideas (technological advances can lead to major change)

Causes of the Renaissance: 


* began in Italy-  The Italian city-states wealthy centers of trade.


* During the 1400s, the cities of Venice (Italian city-states)


 (Geographic location) Constantinople locations were favorable for


trade- some Italian cities developed into major commercial & cultural 


centers -13th & 14th centuries


 * A major reason that the Renaissance began in Italy was that  


Italian city-states had grown wealthy from trade between Europe and 


Asia


The Prince, Niccolò Machiavelli- belief that “the end justifies the means”?


*Leaders may use any method to achieve what is best for the state.


*Advises that a wise ruler is one who does what is necessary to stay in power 


Writers: William Shakespeare & Machiavelli


Impact-- printing press- spread new ideas


Literature began to appear in languages other than Latin.


 Artists: Leonardo da Vinci, Michelangelo 


* Art reflected the ideas of humanism and individualism.


*Humanism place value on the uniqueness and worth of each person.  


* Art produced during the Renaissance had religious as well as secular themes.

Similar to … 


 * Renaissance in Italy similar the Tang dynasty in China


The rebirth of art, technology, and learning was a central theme in both regions.


* Writers of the Renaissance were influenced by the writers of ancient Greece as that the Renaissance writers stressed the power of human 
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
